The Three Billy Goats Gruff by Mary Finch

Step 1: have students predict what the story will be about.

Step 2: read the story to the students, asking them a few questions while reading

Step 3: have students make connections (text to self, text to text, text to world)

Step 4: when finished reading, ask students about what happened in at the beginning, middle, and end of the story.
Follow-up Activity Ideas:
Idea #1

Create a felt board for the whole class, with all the characters to illustrate the story. Each student will participate in moving the pieces while the class reads the story. 

Idea #2

Each student in the class will create finger puppets of the characters in the story. As the story is being read, they will act out the story with the finger puppets. The teacher will also have finger puppets to model the actions.

Idea #3

All the students sit in a circle. Each student will be assigned an action or sound to make when their word is read. For example, billy goat: baa baa, troll: arrrh. They will make these noises or actions every time the students assigned to that word, hears their word.

Idea # 4

Have the kids wear costumes and masks and they will act out the story as it is being read. Each student will have a turn to act in the play.

Idea #5

Choral reading of the song that the troll sings.

Idea # 6

Have the students take turns reading the story in groups. Each student has their own part. They can act it out as they read.
